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前言

　　音乐首先是一种感受，只有在感受中才能体验音乐，培育音乐感。
英语也是一种感受，因此我们也可在感受英语的体验中学习英语，掌握英语。
不步入音乐殿堂，我们很难体味音乐的美妙；不涉足英语世界，我们也很难体验英语世界的奥妙。
我们的《大学体验英语》选择了一些文体轻松随意、内容亲切现实的英语素材，设计了一些有话可说
、有话愿说的练习，使英语学习成为一种学生愿意参加的欢悦经历和体验。
不少使用过和正在使用《大学体验英语》的学生，都感到“体验”二字乍听起来新奇，可学后又倍感
名副其实。
对那些一学英语就感到畏难的同学来说，他们的心理负担在愉快的英语体验中开始缓解；对那些喜欢
学习英语的同学来说，他们的英语在新的体验式学习当中得到升华。
　　同学们和老师们还把自己学习和教课的体验归纳成希望我们修订再版《大学体验英语》的意见，
用各种方式告诉了我们。
意见提得中肯，我们听得认真，再版修订时我们更加发挥和完善了“体验”的特点。
在保持广大师生认可的第一版的体系、特质和风貌的基础上，更新了部分教材内容，将《大学体验英
语》的修订重点放在语言交际训练的编排上，更便于学生去“体验”《大学体验英语》，“体验”英
语学习乐趣，“体验”英语能力的不断提高。
第二版更好地体现了编写《大学体验英语》时确立的“加强听说、加强表达、加强实用”的三项原则
。
与此同时，我们还聘请优秀的一线教师为每册教材编写了至少一课的典型示范教案，帮助教师更好地
引导学生去“体验”英语。
　　此次修订主要涉及如下方面：　　1.Passages　　根据广大师生的反馈意见，我们删换了少量课文
，使全书内容更加符合当代大学生的需求和爱好。
　　2.Lead-in　　适当减少了听写填空的数量，以降低学生理解导入部分的难度，便于学生迅速进入
单元内容的学习和训练。
　　3.Communicative Tasks　　1）提供了更加简明清晰的语境说明，使学生能立即进入交际角色；　
　2）改编了交际手段提示（_rips），使学生能轻松地找到进行某一交际话题所需要的语言表达手段。
力求把语言交际训练变为学习选择使用不同语言表达手段去完成交际任务的实际体验过程。
　　4.Read and Explore　　加强了对文章理解和运用的综合训练，把阅读理解练习中的单句填空调整
为用填空的形式对所读文章内容进行归纳小结，引导学生提高全面理解整篇文章的能力。
　　5.Language Focus　　在加强综合理解能力训练的同时，突出了重点词语的用法训练，进一步加强
和提高学生使用这些基本词语进行语言表达的能力。
为此增编了一项形式多样的重点词语用法练习，帮助学生在提高英语综合运用能力的同时加强词语用
法的训练。
